Caring for your Cards      Thanks to Richard Levy 
 
When opponents say they can see your cards, how can you protect yourself ? 
1. hold cards closer to your chest 2. Play cards from under table 3. Tilt face of cards 
slightly towards you 4. Sit back from table 
Stop opponents watching your cards in your hand hoping to get an advantage 
Sort your cards into suits but leave cards in each suit in random order. Why ?  1Takes short 
time to sort hand  2 you need to consciously select each card carefully before playing 3 
gives no clue to what you are holding 4 keep honour cards, singletons and doubletons away 
fro ends of your hand 5 Don’t leave spacing between the suits held 
We don’t need to work out what opponents have by looking at their hands. We should work 
out their holding by improving our counting.                That’s what good players do !!
